A Call to Return to the Lord
On Wednesday February 18, 2026,
we begin the sacred season of Lent with the
humble sign of ashes placed upon our fore-
heads. These ashes remind us of two essen-
tial truths: we are dust, and to dust we shall
return, and we are called to repent and be-
lieve in the Gospel. Lent is not merely about
giving something up; it is about giving our-
selves back to God. It is a season of grace in
which the Lord invites us to slow down, to
examine our hearts, and to renew our rela-
tionship with Him. Through the traditional
practices of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving,
we open space for God to work within us:
Prayer deepens our friendship with God.
Fasting teaches us self-discipline and reli-
ance on Him.
Almsgiving opens our hearts to the needs of
others. Lentis a journey - one that leads us
to the Cross and ultimately to the joy of
Easter. Along the way, God does not ask for
perfection, but for sincerity, humility, and
trust.
As we receive ashes on Ash Wednesday, let
us hear the gentle voice of the Lord saying:
"Return to me with all your heart."”
May this Lent be a time of true conversion,
healing, and renewed hope for each of us.
